LIGHTENING ARRESTOR 
 
     Charlie Dewey ,W0CD, designed a spark plug gap to 
go across the feedpoint of vertical antennas.  He threaded 
a spark plug into a piece of aluminum angle bracket 
bolted to a ground strap and then brought a lead from the 
bottom of the vertical over to the top of the spark plug.  He 
uses Autolite 55, a non-resistor spark plug.  Since the alu-
minum is soft, he was able to make the spark plug screw 
into a plain hole like a self-tapping screw.  The gap is set 
to about 0.030 inches. 
       Note that the wire from the base of the vertical just 
runs over to the top of the spark plug.  The spark plug is 
mounted on the angle bracket which is on a copper strap 
on the 2 x 4 treated lumber support. 
 

     On the right 
side is a weather 
resistant electrical 
box with a conduit 
running up inside 
to a relay that con-
nects the element 
to the coax feed 
and  the control 
wires to the relay 
coil.  When not in 
use the element 
"floats" with no 
connection so that 
it does not have 
any effect on the 
other phased verti-
cals in the array. 
 
     This very effec-
tive lightening ar-
restor has proven

RFSAMPLER 

This handy little gadget will let you “look” at the signal 
and frequency output of your transmitter with your oscil-
loscope or frequency counter. 

RF CHOKE 
 
     Here's one way to make a high-efficiency RF choke.  
Take a 2 inch diameter PVC pipe and wind 8 ft. 3 inches of 
RG-58 coax on the outside. Leave no gap between the 
turns.  8 ft. 3 inches is just about 1/8 of a wavelength at a 
velocity factor of 95% on 20 meters.  Since we're referring 
to the outside circumference of the braided shield, when it 
is made into a coil it develops a very large amount of induc-
tance on 20 meters only. Now connect one end directly to 
the antenna and the other end to the coax that was just on 
the antenna.  Now listen to the same Beacon referred to in 
the previous article.  If you hear a difference in reception 
then this test is also clearly demonstrating that the coax is 
doing the majority of the reception.

INVERTER OR UPS? 
 
Q: What is an inverter? 
A: An inverter takes DC power (battery or solar, for exam-
ple) and converts it into AC "household" power for running 
electronic equipment and appliances. 
Q: How is an inverter different than a UPS? 
A: A UPS (UNINTERRUPTABLE POWER SUPPLY) typi-
cally includes the battery and battery charger in one stand 
alone unit. However, there are UPSs that use external bat-
teries, and some makers make inverters with battery 
chargers, so the differences blur as features proliferate. 
UPSs also can have communication with the equipment 
that it is powering letting the equipment know that it is op-
erating on standby, giving it shutdown warning, or commu-
nicating with the human in the loop. Inverters typically 
don't have this communication.

    When dipping back into history (with antennas, any 
amateur source prior to about 1985-1990) for an-
tenna ideas, it is wise to do some careful analysis be-
fore a. building one or b. believing what the writers 
say at face value.  My favorite example is the exces-
sive claims made for the 2-element HB9CV and ZL-
Special antennas.  The reason for the very high gain 
claims (up to 9 or 10 dBi free-space as we tend to 
count things today) is that they outperformed 3-
element Yagis of the same time period (the 1950s).  
Writers assumed that the Yagis were obtaining close 
to maximum theoretical performance and the phased 
arrays were better.  The reality was that the early 
post-WWII Yagis were exceptionally poor, and ob-
taining some F-B was mistaken for gain.  The 2-
element phased arrays in fact only equalled the per-
formance of modern optimized 2-element Yagis. 
    So any old design deserves very careful analysis 
before acceptance. Some are highly worthy of use 
today, while other are better left on the pages where 
found.

ALWAYS SOMETHING NEW 
 
    Here is a simple experiment that anyone 
who owns a 20 meter tiny antenna can do.  
Temporarily mount your 20 meter tiny an-
tenna on a 10 ft. pole. Then with your radio 
set on upper side band listen on 14.0992 
Mhz for one of the beacons that is part of 
the international beacon project. http://
www.ncdxf.org/Beacon/BeaconSchedule.
html 
     What to listen for with the international 
beacon project beacons http://www.ncdxf.
org/Beacon/BeaconSchedule.html A trans-
mission consists of the callsign of the bea-
con sent at 22 words per minute followed 
by four one-second dashes. The callsign 
and the first dash are sent at 100 watts. 
The remaining dashes are sent at 10 watts, 
1 watt and 100 milliwatts. 
    Listen for a strong beacon, note how 
many one-second dashes you can copy 
clearly. Next take the coax and measuring 
from the antenna back down the coax to 
16.5 ft.  raise the coax into the air 10 feet, 
A 1 1/2 inch PVC pipe was used. The coax 
should now be parallel to the ground for 
16.5 ft going back to the antenna. Now lis-
ten to the same beacon again do you hear 
a difference in reception if so this experi-
ment is clearly demonstrating that the coax 
is doing the majority of the reception. 
    Try the same experiment on one of the 
new "wonder" antennas. It might be an ex-
planation for some of the claims made by 
creators.
